Power-hungry incandescent lights were long thought to be the most flattering for show-
casing product, but with the help of our partners, we found better solutions, including ceramic

 metal halide lamps which reduce lighting power consumption by 25% — to sparkling effect.

We brought in pendant lights from our Dallas showroom for reuse here, replacing 
the bulbs with metal halide lamps. Access to daylight further reduces the need for 
lighting. And recyclable materials store neatly out of sight within the bar furniture.
